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Chuck Matson from the Omaha police
Drug Unit brought his “Recognizing
Impairing Drugs’ (RID) seminar to
BRNA’'s July meeting. Chuck’s
presentation about one of today's
worse afflictions was outstanding. It
was both educational and thought
provoking. He managed to show how
the ugliness of drugs, especially Meth,
can affect both a person’s mental and
physical heath.

Chuck presentation featured a visual
display of people on Meth and other
drugs. It showed how people can
physically change is a short length of
time, even as short atime as 6 months.
Brain damage occurs and makes the
brain function differently. Addicts feel
they are faster, smarter, happier,
stronger and better than others. They
can go for days without sleep. But the
facts are that addicts are dumber,
sower and weaker. Nothing is

important to them except the drug; not
spouses, parents, kids or even sex.
They go through a “tweaking” stage
and the crashes are very bad so addicts
try to stay high on the drug.

Chuck said that these and other
outward signs of an addiction show the
madness of Meth. One can notice
itchy skin, welts, sores, nhausea,
seizures, weight loss, body odor,
dental problems and/or pale skin.
Many addicts pick and scratch and
even tear their skin and acquire some
repetitive actions. While the physica
changes ae unbelievable and
disfiguring, the inner changes are
more!  Lungs are destroyed. Bowel
and bladder problems occur. Worse is
the brain damage. Mood swings are
extreme and outburst of rage can be
manifested.

The treatment for addiction is not very
successful, but is getting better.
Prevention is the best! Share your
knowledge of this problem with the
youth in your life to help stop it before
it starts.

Chuck went on further to talk about
the sources of Meth in our own
community. “Mom and Pop’ sources
only make up 10 to 15%. Organized
crime makes up the rest. One can
recognize a lab in your neighborhood
usually by the odor. It may have an
acetone or ammonia or ether type

smell. Or it may even smell like apile
of dirty diapers. If a house blocks
their window and you notice garbage
with things such as canning jars with
clear or semi-clear liquid settled on the
bottom, lithium batteries (camera type)
and coffee filters containing pasty or
sludgy substances, your suspensions
may be raised. There is an explosive
danger also. Cal authorities if you
have concerns.

We would like to thank Chuck Matson
for his enlightening and outstanding
presentation. He is only one of a half
dozen people in the nation who has the
knowledge and experience to present
this kind of seminar. He says one of
his passions in life is finding out how
drugs work and their effects on people.
While Chuck presented an extremely
sad and depressing tale of people on
drugs, he aso managed to bring in
flashes of humor to help the audience
cope with the intense facts.

If you missed the meeting, try to attend
one of his future seminars when it is
presented.

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L Street sill has a number of businesses, but they have
changed over the years.  Before L Street was widened to
four lanes, it was much easier to walk up and down the
block and patronize the stores. There were bakeries, dry
goods and grocery stores catering to the local residents. At
one time L Street ended at 42™ Street and traffic was not
heavy. Crossing L Street on foot was not a problem. One
elderly resident talked about playing in the middle of L
Street as a boy. A rail streetcar route ran down L, turning
around at 42",

Skibinski Store was located close to the bridge on L Street.
The owner made his own sausage. Another L Street store
was Trela Grocery which became Staroski Store. The
window and door company on L once held a concession
store. Its upper floor also was used for St. Stanidlaus
Church services before their building was built on 41% and
J. On 39" and L, the present day bar once was a dry goods
and grocery store called Cholupski’s. The building located
on the northeast corner of 40th and L, use to be
Tomaskiewicz' s Bakery and then Rotella’s Bakery. The
former bakery was noted for wonderful pastries including a
Polish Cheese Cake. Biga's Store had a little bit of
everything and many local children loved to frequent it for
the candy and toys. It stayed open until the 1970's or 80's.
It isabar now. It was once located at the north west end of
the old L Street bridge. The new bridge became longer and
now the building is partially under the bridge. The bar west
of Biga'sis still a bar. It was known as the Golden Hill
Bar. Theterm “Golden Hill” was what the early residents
caled the area. There was even a nightclub on the
northwest corner of 42™ and L.
