Seeing Don Preister or Tony Wasikowski at a community
event in South Omaha is a very common sight. They are
two of many who dedicate a great deal of time and energy to
our community. But seeing full dress Marine Guards on a
sunny morning this August was not so common!  And yet
those were the people the staff at Greater Omaha Packing
recognized at the ceremony to celebrate the erection of the
Burlington Road Neighborhood Association signs near 30th
and L.

A short time later, Rebecca caled me to arrange a short
meeting to discuss some of her ideas for the new
neighborhood association. | think she was surprised to find
that we had attended South High School together, that the
owner of Greater Omaha was a Centra High
School graduate from that time too and that over ninety
percent of our staff live right here in South Omaha

Our short meeting turned into a couple of hours of relating
our views on everything from the transition of South Omaha
from being mostly Irish, Italian and Polish to now the
current growth in the Mexican population.  We discussed
how South Omaha has made a historically predominate
economic contribution to the city. We also shared some
ideas on the negatives in the area, from traffic and manure,
to rundown properties and our shared opinion on the
attention this area deserves in proportion to the revenue
(taxes) we pay into the city of Omaha. Our conversation
reminded me of a management quote we discuss often with
employees at the plant.

It is a story about a man in New York city who spends the
morning at the park reading and takes the subway home. At
the first stop the man and two children get on and the
children proceed to run all over the car, swinging from the
poles and bumping his paper. After a while, he decides to
take action. He says to the children’s father, “Maybe you
should sit your children down.”

To which the man says, “I don® know what to do, my
children normally behave perfectly, but we just came from
the hospital where their mother passed away, and now they
are acting out this badly. | am not sure what to do.” Now,
with this information, the man gave the children his paper
and let them sit on his lap. He did whatever he could do to
actually help.

The key is, as with any form of better communication,
knowing more about the situation offers up a different idea
of the solution.

After taking a tour of the plant with Rebecca and digesting
the conversation we had just had, Rebecca invited us to join
the association. It was an invitation which we accepted. She
also said something that meant something to me both
personally and professionaly. She said that if people knew
more about the plants that are in the area, it would help to
make this a better community! | took that to mean that her
first impression, kind of like the first visit to a new neighbor,
left her with the impression that the big plant on 30th Street,
isin the neighborhood for sure, and we might just be a good
neighbor.

A landfill at 3701 Dahlman Ave has been a problem for years. The
previous owner operated in violation of the law, for which he was
convicted. The Health Department, Code Enforcement and the State have all
been involved with the violations at this site. During this process the site
was purchased by a new owner, Tom Paltani, who assumed responsibility
for the problems. The Nebraska Department of Environmental Quality
issued a Consent Order to Mr. Paltani, requiring him to properly close the
site by June 1 2004. In January 2005 an inspection of the site by NDEQ
found that progress toward closure had been made but it was not complete,
nor was the required paper work turned in. In February a letter was sent
from NDEQ to Mr. Paltani giving him until April 30 to fully comply or face
court enforcement. The letter clearly outlined what had to be done to meet
the closure requirements. When this deadline was not met, court action was
begun. Mr. Paltani asked for alater hearing date to complete the work. The
Judge granted this request expecting progress on the site. In late August the
Judge found Mr. Paltani guilty of non compliance on the site.

Mr. Paltani has said that he intends to complete all closure
requirements then apply to get a new landfill permit. It is his intention to
continue operating a landfill at this site. In order for him to do so the city,
county, and state will need to ok it. An application will have to go to the
Planning Board for their recommendation. They will meet on an application
and take public comment. Their recommended approval or denia is then
sent to the City Council for their vote. The Council has a public hearing on
the request before they vote on it. If the Council votes to approve it, then it
goes to the state for a permit. The state also accepts public comment before
making afina decision.

BRNA Addition: BRNA’s president, Rebecca Barrientos-Patlan, has
written Mrs. Paltani and asked for a meeting. BRNA has concerns for this
property and would like to monitor its future use.

The strip of land along Burlington Avenue from 34™ Street northward
would make a wonderful tree-lined landscape. Ownership of the land has
aways been in question. Many people though it might be owned by
Burlington Railway, but a check into the records shows it is not.
Ownership is by arailroad corporation

The land is often in extreme neglect. The weeds get so high it blocks
traffic view at 34" and F Street. This is a dangerous intersection on most
days because of the hill which makesit ablind intersection. With the added
weeds, it is impossible to see oncoming traffic. The city may come and
mow it once or twice each summer only after many complaints. Long-time
residents even called it “The Dump”.

Efforts to find a solution to the problem will continue. Hopefully in
the future better maintenance can be found. Not only will thls improve the
area, but more importantly, improve a
dangerous street intersection.

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Representatives Barry Kup, Dean Sars and Pat Martinez from the Univar
plant attended the September meeting. Univar is located just under the F
Street bridge east of our area. It is part of a large Dutch company. It
employs 6700 people world-wide with 3316 employeesinthe U.S. Itisa
chemical distributor and not a manufacturing plant. It sells the raw
materials used for making such items as pharmaceuticals, food, meat
packing  and
pest control
products.

Its Omaha
branch has been here since 1987 and employs 43 people. It covers 10
acres. It keeps bulk storage in small tanks known as drums, totes and

bags.

The representatives say they are proud of the safety program. They have
a “Best in Class’ record. They maintain an active safety committee,
comprehensive training for employees and regular government
inspections. A two-people rule is used when transferring materials along
with drip pans. There is a monitoring security system connected to the
fire department.

Rebecca, BRNA'’s president, is being considered by Gov.
Heineman to serve on the Local Emergency Planning Committee
(LEPC). LEPC develops emergency plans for chemical accidents.

Some of its efforts include identifying hazardous materials,
devel oping response drills, formulating citizen notification plans
and much more.

Jm visited with BRNA members after the
Univar presentation. He is a Hazmat
Coordinator for the Omaha Fire Department.
Currently there are about 120 persona with
Hazmat training working out of two stations.

Jim talked about the quick response drill the fire
department held in March. He discussed how
important info-gathering is needed when
responding to a chemical accident. The
department maintains a computer data base of
business chemicals used in the area. It has
access to “ChemTrack” which holds
information on how to treat a problem. The
hazmat truck also contains a portable weather
station which monitors wind and other
conditions. This is important information if a
chemical isair-born.

Our zip code area aone has 25 businesses with
hazardous chemicals on site, anmonia being the
most common. Some members voice concern
on how the public is notified if there is a
problem. TV and radio would be informed
quickly.  Door-to-door notification by police
could also be used if needed.

Senator Donald Preister, BRNA’sHonorary Member

Donald Preister was born near Lindsay, Nebraska on December 23, 1946. He learned early
to appreciate his family’s farm life and the importance of preserving the Earth. However, following
some economically difficult years on the farm, his parents decided to move to the city of Omaha.
There Don graduated from Omaha St. Francis elementary school in 1961 and South High in 1965,
before being drafted. From 1966-68, he served in the army medical corps in Washington, D.C. and
Vietnam. Earning all advanced promotions, Don rose to the rank of Specialist 6. In 1968, while
serving with the First Infantry Division in Vietham, Don was awarded the Army Commendation and Bronze Star Medals.
Having experienced the horrors of war, Don needed to get away.

Securing work on a Norwegian ship to Europe, he began a three year adventure. Traveling while working in Europe,
Africa, and the Middle East helped Don to restore his faith in the basic goodness of humanity. People were especially helpful
to him as he worked side-by-side with them. The people and places he visited, from the outer Hebrides to Ethiopia, afforded
Don a broader perspective and expanded appreciation for the grandeur of our planet. Wishing to see his family again, Don
returned home in 1972.

With persistent requests from his then twelve year old brother, Rick, Don finally consented to volunteer at the South
Omaha Boys' Club. Volunteering led to ajaob at the Boys Club as homebuilding and UNO classes continued. In 1977, Don
graduated Summa Cum Laude with a B.S. in Education. He was also chosen outstanding student in his program. The boys
Club offered Don a professional position which he accepted. Advancing to Club Director, Don found both challenge and
satisfaction. HE developed programs that earned him three national awards. Don was also voted “Adviser of the Year” by
teenage attendees at the Boys' Club Nationa Youth Leadership conference and was chosen “Outstanding Professional for
1979” by his peers. With adistinguished ten year Boys' Club career behind him, Don decided it was time for a change.

He applied for and was hired as Deputy City Clerk for the City of Omaha. Don enjoyed this job with the opportunity to
see first-hand the workings of city government. Due to environmental and heath problems, he resigned the position. He then
helped lead the 1986 Great Peace March for Global Nuclear Disarmament from Los Angles to Washington D.C.

Don has a strong loving personal awareness of God, his family, and his friends. His friendship since 1981 with Mary

Ann Krzemien, a UNO Professor, is very special to him. In 1988, Don and Mary Ann founded Joy Creations greeting card
company. Their concern for and appreciation of the wonders of creation led them to use images of nature on the cards.
Recycled paper, soy ink and donations to purchase wildlife habitat are combined in this unique card company.
Don currently serves on the South Omaha Environmental Task Force and the Boys' Club alumni Association. He is a member
of the Q Merchants, South Omaha Business Association, South Omaha Optimists Club, Veterans for Peace, the Nebraska
Sustainable Agricultural Society, as well as a founding member of the South Omaha Neighborhood Association (SONA). He
is alife member of Optimist International having served as the President, V.P., and Board Member of hislocal club. He has
volunteered in hospitals, churches, human service agencies and community improvement organizations throughout the metro
area.

With a broad base of grassroots community support, Don successfully sought his first political office. He was elected
in 1992 and re-elected in 1996, 2000, and 2004 to represent the fifth legidative district in South Omaha and Sarpy County as a
state senator. He serves on the Agriculture, Business and Labor, and Revenue Committees. He is also the Vice-Chair of the
Committee on Committees.
