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South Omaha Environmental Task Force (SOETF) met for its
second session of 2006 on June 8".  Senator Preister chairs
the meeting.  Representatives from local businesses, the
Omaha Police, Nebraska State Patrol, a number of city
officials and concerned citizens attend this important meeting.

Street maintenance was discussed first.

Nebraska Beef stated that its people are sent

out each morning to guide trucks into the

plant. They also look for any drivers who

empty their traps on the street. Drivers, who
do spill, are fined $350 to $500 depending on the load cost of
the truck. Councilman Gernandt called these drivers: “Crap
Trappers!”

Larry Johnson from NE Trucking Magazine, stressed that he
will continue to instruct truckers in being cooperative and to
follow the rules. He will aso share these articles with trucker
magazines in nearby states.

They were very cooperative and said they would check their
machines.

Swift Packing Plant is now LX 4-Star Beef. Ther new
owners are from Canada. Current workers of the plant will
not be affected by the new ownership. A more stabilized
market with more work-hours for employees is foreseen
under this new ownership.

Beautification by some businesses has been started.
Nebraska Beef has hired a landscape person and Univar will
be putting in some treesthisfall. Greater Omahaon L Street
was praised for its efforts in landscaping.

Graffiti was discussed. The building at 34™ and | Street is
again being hit. The time seems to be between 2 to 5 am.
The representative from the city’s law office stated that more
prosecutions are being handed down. It is stress that people
must keep calling 444-5555 to report any graffiti.  Also, if
anyone spots suspicious activity, call 911 immediately.

Omaha has two Hazmat Units. One is in northeast Omaha
and the other in west Omaha.
