It was
suppose to be a candlelight vigil but the winds were too strong. So Diane
came up with the idea of having baloons with her picture and
information. There were 88 balloons and not enough for all the peopleto
release into the air for her. Athena Ramos, President of SONA gave the
opening speech and Councilman Garry Gernandt was present and said a
great prayer with many BRNA members. | want to thank all those who
came out to show the Harris Family such love and concern for Amber.

She was everyone' s little girl and many showed it this night. We went to
their home after the Memorial in the Park and the family and friends were
very thankful. This has been along hard road for the Harris Family and |
ask you all for continued support in prayer in these next weeks and
months for them. They also have a huge need to help pay for funeral
expenses so if you find it in your heart to give, please do so through
BRNA if you so wish. We will make sure all monetary gifts go to the
family to help meet their burdens.

Well, we finally found out that
Robert Blank was on vacation, but would return on Monday. We did
speak with Robert Coughlin, the superintendent, about BRNA's
noise problems. We reminded him that we want to be good
neighbors and that we understand we are near an industrial area of
businesses. But | asked him to see if some large wall buffers could
be put in place instead of just their wooden fence. It wasjust anidea,
but | think it would help. | stressed that we are aresidential area to
the west and we hear, smell and see the problems that come along
with industrial businesses. We must work together as neighbors to
solve these problems without having to go to Councilman Garry and
Senator Don for help like in past months.

He responded in thankfulness for BRNA coming to him and he
said he would do some checking on the after-hour smells and noise
from all buildings near BRNA. | am hoping to hear more from him
or his assistants at the South Omaha Environmental Task Force
Meeting on June 8th.

The next night, May 24" | was hoping matters would quickly
change — at least with the large vacuum noise. (All they haveto dois
shut the garage door.) They wereasloud asusual! So | emailed this
problem to Senator Don and Councilman Gernandt. | hope they can
instill an ordinance for halting noise production after 8-9 p.m. when
it comes to industria/residential borders so we can sleep and have
our windows open.

Current ordinance
states 10 pm. Disturbing the peace has and will be enforced upon
complaint(s). Have neighbors call 911, for disturbing the peace, it
will stop. BRNA has done the neighborly part by nicely asking
them; if they refuse, the system has to take over which has a measure
in place to handle such complaints. | applaud your efforts as always,
put the system to work and get them into compliance.

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On the top of the Fire Station at 25" and L Streets, sits a

PM10 air quality monitor. It is monitoring our area now. It
has a 3 mile radius. With all the heavy industry that is near
our neighborhood, BRNA pushed for one of the monitors to
beinstalled.

The purpose of the particulate monitoring program is to
evaluate the metropolitan region for wind blown dust and
industrial particulates. After a review of projected impacts
and site suitability; the monitors have been sited across the
region.

Particulates in the PM 10 range are small enough to get into
the lungs. Various health problems have been associated with
long-term (e.g., multiyear) exposures over the EPA standard
(50ug/m®), as well as daily peak exposures (150ug/m’) to
particles. People with heart or lung disease, the ederly, and
children are at higher risk from exposure to particles

The temporary PM10 monitor at 25" & L will be evaluated
against the existing PM10 network. After the results are
analyzed, a re-evaluation of the monitoring network will be
made. It is our belief that the 25" & L Street location is a
suitable location because of the proximity to the major
thoroughfares and industries in South Omaha. The Fire
station also meets the physical requirements, such as distance
from trees, height, etc...

A draft evaluation of the PM10 monitoring network will be
presented at the South Omaha Environmental Task Force
meetings, as will the final results and network decision.

Guest speaker was Dale from Firstar Fiber, Inc., located at
103 and | Street. It is the sorting company for curbside
recycling. Omaha collects recyclables from about 122,000
households. The city receives $40.00 a ton for its recyclables
from its processing vendor Firstar Fiber. For every ton
recycled, it savesthe city in landfill cost of about $22.00.

Omaha recycles about 11% or its trash and the EPA
estimates we could recycle about 35%. Two billion tons of
garbage is buried a year. For every ton recycled, 35 jobs are
created. For every ton buried, only 7 jobs are filled.

You probably noticed the trucks are different. The old
ones sorted at the curb.  They needed 18 trucks, but now
they only need 8. Sorting is now done at the plant.

Things that can be recycled include: Magazines,
newspapers, detergent, cereal boxes, paperback books,
catalogs, phonebooks, egg cartons, wrapping paper, greeting
cards and even shredded paper. Also broken-down cardboard
aluminum, steel, aerosol and empty and dry paint cans.
Anything plastic that have a neck is recyclable. No lids.

% For safety reasons glass is
no longer accepted at the curb. The glass contaminates
everything else when it is broken. It can be dropped off at
River City Recycling at 6404 South 60th Street. Also, do not
recycle soiled items like pizza boxes.

The paper recyclables are sent to Norfolk to an insulation
company, to lowa where they make mulch, or to a paper mill
were they make toilet paper and paper towels. Our troops in
Iraq are using the toilet paper made from recyclables in
Omaha. Kansas and lowa receive cardboard which they make
back into cardboard.

The plastic is made back into plastic jugs, chairs, plastic
clothing or carpet. The colored plastic goes to Florida where
they make trash cans, and the aluminum goes to South
Carolina to be made back into auminum cans. Grand Island
uses plastic to make mud flaps for trucks.

For every 20 cans recycled one new can is made. One can
just laying along the road is equivalent to 6oz. of gasoline.
So let’s al do our part and recycle. If you need an extra bin or
two there is no charge just call 444-4500. Hope to see yours
on the curb every Monday!

Other notes from the meeting:

On May 19" BRNA requested SONA to give a
candlelight vigil in Pulaski Park at 7:00 pm for Amber
Harris. She has been missing for six months. We will rally
around the playground to show that sheis a 12 year old little
girl from Omaha that is still missing and those in South
Omaha care. SONA is inviting all the pastors, priests and
rabbi® to come out and say a prayer for her because she is
everyone®little girl.

Also, Councilman Garry Gernandt talked about his new
ordinance that would place a address on every house in the
back, so officers or fire personnel could see the home that
they are looking for. Also, neighbors could call on wayward
neighbors and give their addresses easier — if one suspects a
drug house and such. Also, he has put in another one for any
new or renewal of liquor licenses. They must notify
neighbors by certified mail al homeowners who live 1000
feet away. It use to be 300 and the neighborhood president or
board member was the only one notified.  This will be the
same for landfills.

| also asked SONA to start looking to see if they could
sprout out for South Omaha associations and churches to
maybe start a fund for the TREE OF LIFE sculpture for the
corner of 24th and L Street. It will cost around $60,000.00.
They will gtart the talks with Garry and City Council. | said
churches and neighbors are the life of South Omaha. How
much better would it will be for all of them to be the sole
fundersfor the TREE OF LIFE.

Also discussed was the new PM 10 monitor that has been
put up on top of the Fire Department building on 24™ Street
and L Street.

Finally, Sen. Preister talked about the new sex offender
laws and how “they” won®be getting away with much. The
law is very strict. If they refuse to sign up for classes before
they arelet out of prison, they can’t get out!
