The police were seen jumping fences, searching yards,
garages and sheds. Even the church was a place one could be
hiding. They even searched a house on Patterson Street when
one resident found her patio door partialy opened. Laci even
turned on a water hose and gave Socco, a K-9 dog, a bowl of
water. Then histrainer took the hose and cooled the dog off.
He sat there and loved every hit of it. After about four hours
the search was over. The last of the four could not be found,
but later that week the accused did turn himself in.

Once again, thanks to our OPD Officers for keeping
BRNA is safe.

Many homes in BRNA have aleys so be advised about a new
ordinance. The Omaha City Council approved a proposal to
put address numbers on the backs of Omaha
homes and businesses that are adjacent to
aleys. Councilman Garry Gernandt
introduced the proposed ordinance. He called it
a safety measure that would help police and

. fire crews responding to emergency calls.
Property owners had until Aug. 31 to post the addresses and
will be in violation after that date. City inspectors, not police
officers, will enforce the ordinance based on complaints. The
first step likely will be a letter of warning. Gernandt said he
and the Omaha police and fire unions are discussing ways to
help elderly or low-income people comply with the new
requirement. The ordinance requires that house numbers
measure at least 3 inches high.
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There were severa burglaries in our area last
month. A residence near 34" and E was robbed
of atrailer and part of the yard was damaged on
July 16™. A neighbor who lives nearby thinks the vehicle
used in the robbery was a dark green jeep with a white door.
Call the police at 444-5600 if you natice anything suspicious.
HOME CRIME PREVENTION HINTS:
Do not alow strangersinto your home, even if they are
hurt or say they need help. Keep the door locked and call
the police for them.

- Do not advertise that you live alone.

- Don®be afraid to call the police to investigate suspicious
circumstances, unusual people or strange noises. It is
better to be safe then sorry.

- When you move into a new home, change the locks.

- Keep your curtains or shades closed at night.

- Don®leave notes on your door announcing when you will
be home.

- Keep outdoor lights on at night.

- Never give information to an unknown caller. Report
nuisance calls to the police and the tel ephone company.

- Keep your doors and windows locked. If it iswarm and
you leave your door open for circulation, keep the screen
door locked.

- If you arrive home and your door is open or things appear
to be out of place - don®go in your home. Leave and call
the police.

- Write down license numbers of suspicious vehiclesto give
to the police, if necessary.

In July, cleaning and repair on the sewers on Dahlman near H
Street was performed.  Flooding often occurred there after
heavy rains. Some residents also noticed a permanent wet
area further up on H Street. They had concerns that a sink
hole or other danger could arise. Councilman Gernandt was
told about this problem and he reported it to Public Works.

They
complained  about
the noise and other
i Ssues. Rebecca,
BRNA’'s president
went before the city council with their list of concerns and
questions. The council postponed their approval for rezoning
part of the lot from a single family residentia district to a
commercia district for one week until Cox responds. Cox
and the Planning Department quickly responded to al the
guestions.
Q1: Did Cox Representatives notify in person or letters to al
neighbors living in or nearby this property? (Planning) No,
Cox was not required to notify.
Q2: Isthere apermit to build this addition? (Planning) Yes.
Thereis abuilding permit for the building because it is on the
portion of the site that is zoned General Commercia (GC) and
it meets the zoning code requirements.
Q3: What isthis facility used for now and how will this new
addition change from the existing use? (Cox) This facility is
currently used as atechnica hub site and thiswill not change.
Q4. Will neighbors and association be able to view future
plans? (Cox) On future projects, we can provide interested
nei ghbors the opportunity to view construction plans.
Q5: How much more traffic burden these area residents?
(Cox) There should be no increase in traffic in this area once
construction is completed.
Q6: Will the public use this facility? (Cox) No. Access will
be restricted to Cox Employees.
Q7: Is this complex environmentaly safe for
neighborhood? (Fumes, lead or chemicals, noise, etc.)
(Cox) Yes. Once a week for 30 minutes, our back-up
generators run in order for us to test their operational status.
Also, the generators run in the case of a power outage. In
both cases, there is some noise that results from the operation
of the generators. Because of this noise, we run the weekly
test mid-morning so as not to wake anyone up early in the
morning or late at night.
Q8. Will this facility have a broadcasting tower in the
future? (Cox) No.
Q9:  Will this property be better maintained in the future?
(Grass, hedges, holes unkempt sidewalks, etc.)
(Cox) Cox shall continue normal ground maintenance. Grass
will be mowed and weeds will be sprayed.

Q10: Will Cox Comm. plant large evergreens to shade out
the unsightly air conditioners? (Cox) Cox has no plans to
transplant large trees to cover the air conditioners. We are
open to planting new trees in appropriate spots so that in the
future the air conditionerswill be covered.
Q11: Will this new facility have more air conditioners placed
on top of their roof? (Cox) Yes. There will be at least 2 and
possibly 3 more air conditioners.
Q12:  What about the traffic flow, the 2 dley ways that
Cox currently uses for their trucks, will they be maintained?
(Planning) Specific concerns about alley paving proposals or
traffic problems can be addressed by the Public Works
department.
Q13:  Will there be a parking lot? How many stalls? Will
it conflict with off street parking for the residents will Cox
start clogging up K Street? (Cox) There is now and will
continue to be a parking lot. There should be no conflict
regarding off street parking for residents.
Q14: What about page 2 of today’ s recommendation report.
.. under General Information.
A. How can this be Low Density Residential when we are
listed as a High Density Residential area?
B. Thel5 x 15 right of way triangle, please explain.
C. (Bold and Underlined) No Building Permit will be
issued. . .... So, why are they building?
(Planning) The low density residential reference is to the
Master Plan which classifies “low density” as generaly R1-
R5 zoning classifications. The “high-density” reference is to
the zoning code which classifies R4 as “high-density” single-
family. The 15 ft. by 15 ft. triangle is for sight distance for
cars at the intersections and they have provided for that. This
is “boiler plate’” language. The statement says that no
building permit will be issued based on a site plan that does
not comply with the code. Since the building that is under
construction complies with the code, the permit can be issued.
Q15: Isthere anumber to a supervisor for complaints that we
can notify without going through the regular Cox number,
933-30007? (Cox) Area residents are welcome to call Robert
Schmitz, Facilities Supervisor at 934-1177 or Bill Norton,
Fleet and Facilities Manager at 934-0235.

< Cox states that the project should be finished in
October. They plan to landscape with sod and trees.
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BRNA was honored to have Lt. Brenda
Konfrst at our August 1% meeting.
Brenda has been with the State Patrol
for over 10 years. She has worked in
various departments in the patrol
including the drug unit, swat and the
traffic department.

Brenda discussed how the State Patrol serves the people of Nebraska.
The patrol’s duties include traffic law enforcement, drug crime
investigation, of-age liquor sales, semi-truck inspections, sex
offender ligtings and internet crimes prevention. They work closdly
with the Omaha Police Department.

She stated that many of today’s crimes are directly linked to the meth
drug problem.  Officers need to learn how to make meth so that they
locate and investigate meth labs. Some labs are now being set up in
the country where there are fewer neighbors and witnesses.

Brenda's fina “grand presentation” was the ROLL-OVER CAR
demonstration. The “dummy” was missing so a plastic tub was
used. It showed how objects are dangeroudy tossed around inside a
car when involved in aroll-over accident. The tub was thrown out
of the car. The ROLL-OVER CAR is used with youth groups and
other groups to show the importance of using a seat belt.

Douglas, Dodge, Sarpy and Washington Counties are in the Patrol’s
Troop A area of Nebraska. Troop A’s main office is at 108" and |
Street. The patrol has recently purchased a nhew helicopter and a
mobile command post (van) to help in their efforts to protect the
public.

SOETF s third meeting of the year was held on August
10" at Metro Tech on Q Street. Senator Preister chaired the
meeting and discussion started with Fred Thole from Public
Works. There seems to have been a good response from
truckers after letters were sent out with information on city
and state laws. Most truckers have been very cooperative
and have asked many questions concerning the laws and what
they can do to comply. There have been fewer tickets issued
to truckers lately.  Tickets are issued for such items as
manure spills and illegal parking. Some truckers asked for a
longer turn signal at about 30" and L so that they do not block
L Street. The city will check into that. Also, trucks parked
on private property seems to be fine if the owner allows it.
(Petco’ s back area parking for example.)

Larry Johnson, president of Nebraska Trucking
Association, also spoke about the improvements in
compliance by truckers after articles were written in the
Nebraska Trucker Magazine. He handed out copies of the
magazine.

Mike Arends from the Omaha Sewage Treatment
Plant discussed the plant’s efforts to keep smells down. The
main area of odors has been 13" Street to 20™ and Missouri
Avenue to O Street. He said that half of the problems come
from the collection system and half from the plant. Efforts
are continually being made to control the odors. New meters,
flushing and even changing the timing of the flushings has
helped. Many more improvements are planned. Mike stated
that the recent rains have also helped in flushing the sewers.
Of course 100 degree temperatures help because --- PEOPLE
ARE INDOORS!

BRNA president, Rebecca, asked to have an investigation
of the sewer opening on 34" and F. That is an area that is
aways smelly. There is a large opening on the grassy area
there that a smal child could fal into, and there are
continuous smells in the area Some areas in the city

have signs with a phone number to call if odors are present.
It was suggested to have a sign at 34™ and F so that people
driving by could call when they smell odors. Mike said he
would check the areaimmediately. It isimportant in locating
the source of the odors by crews if the odors are present, so
immediate calls are important! Call =3 3,24 hoursa
day to report odors!

The first 25" and L Street PM10 monitor reports have
been issued.  Chester Black says the lead content seems to
be consistent with the other parts of the city, averaging
around 50. Rebecca asked if other emissions were checked
such as animal dander, cement dust and asphalt which are
very strong in our area.  Mr. Black could not clarify an
answer.

Greater Omaha Beef next

gave their report. Angelo

Fili stated that not much

was hew. They continue to

sweep the streets on

Wednesdays and Saturday

nights. He says the recent

rains have helped. Greater

Omaha was again praised

for their efforts to landscape

and keep the area clean. Mr. Fili stated that Councilman

Gernandt does a good job of keeping in touch with them with
any concerns.

Darling International (formally National By-Products)
discussed the recent fire at their plant at about 33 and F.
They said the fire was a spontaneous type caused by fats
heating — similar to how compost heats. They will now
prove the inner temperatures of the product often to prevent
future fires. The fire in 2002 was an electrical type caused
by a spark. The company also said that the scrap iron is now
gone by Dahlman.

Darling has aso spent several thousands of dollars to
control the noise level of their plant on Dahlman at about C
Street and they will stop any grinding noise after 9:00 p.m. at
their plant on 33“and F. (Thank You!)

Athena Ramos from Creighton Medical attended to
remind area businesses of the new NO SMOKING laws
recently passed by the city. Smoking will not be alowed in
most businesses even in their break-rooms.

LEPC stands for Local Emergency
Planning Committee. LEPC® are
appointed by the State Emergency
Response Commission to gather
and disseminate information about
hazardous chemicads in the
community, and to review, exercise
and update the community chemical
emergency response plan. According to Federal Law, the
LEPC must represent a cross-section of the community, in
order to maximize community preparedness.

Many of us have driven past industrial plants and
wondered what was happening inside, what dangerous
chemicals were in use, and whether an emergency plan
existed, in case of an incident requiring evacuation. These
concerns grew after the 1984 chemical tragedy in Bhopal,
India, where a release of toxic gas killed and injured
thousands of people!

In the past, citizens who wanted to know more about the
hazardous and toxic chemicals in their communities had to
depend on the cooperation of industry for information. Some
companies were willing to answer questions and even opened
their gates for public tours a few times a year. But if a
company wasn® willing to share information about its
operations with its neighbors, there wasn®much a concerned
citizen could do about it.

That changed in November of 1986, when Congress
passed a law designed to help communities like ours dea
safely and effectively with the many hazardous substances
that are used throughout our society. The law is called the
Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act
(EPCRA).

The law has two main purposes. to encourage and support
emergency planning and responding to chemical accidents;
and to provide local governments and the public with
information about possible chemical hazards in their
communities.

For the law to work, industry, concerned citizens, and
government at all levels must work together to plan for
chemical accidents and to reduce the risk to the public from
releases of toxic chemicals into the environment. The law
establishes an ongoing forum at the local level for discussion
and a focus for action - the Loca Emergency Planning
Committee.

Loca Emergency Planning Committees, or LEPC®, are
crucial to the success of EPCRA. Appointed by the State
Emergency Response Commission (SERC), local planning
committees must consist of representatives of all of the
following groups and organizations: elected state and loca
officias; law enforcement, emergency management,
firefighting, first aid, hedth, local environmenta and
transportation agencies; hospitals; broadcast and print media;

community groups; and representatives of facilities subject to
the emergency planning and community right to know
requirements.

The LEPC's initial task is to develop an emergency plan
and prepare for and respond to chemical emergencies. The
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) list of extremely
hazardous substances provides focus for setting priorities in
planning. The plan must be reviewed annually, tested, and
updated. Because the LEPC's members represent the
community, they should be familiar with factors that affect
public safety, the environment, and the economy of the
community. That expertise will be essentia as the LEPC

develops a plan tailored to the needs of its planning district.

On August 2" Douglas County LEPC held its
monthly meeting at the Douglas County Extension building at
82™ and Center. At the previous month’s meeting Rebecca
Patlan, BRNA's president and appointed LEPC member, had
voiced concerns about the factoriesin our area. National By-
Products had a second fire on July 3 and neighbors are
guestioning the response team adequacies in dealing with the
chemicals stored near-by. The August meeting dealt with her
concerns.

Mark Lohnes of the NEDQ (Nebraska Dept. of
Environmental Quality) spoke about the Tier Il reports that
Nebraska asked all businesses to fill out if they store 10,000
Ibs. or more of hazardous material at their locations.
Nebraska's Tier II's are listed in a very thick book.
Businesses are encouraged to file these reports, but it is not
enforced. Most businesses are very cooperative. There are
about 3200 businesses listed. The fire department, usually
the first responder in achemical accident, is given the reports.

Representatives from the Omaha Fire Department, Kevin
Laughlin and Jim Palensky, spoke about how they keep their
people informed about the Tier 1l reports. There are about
280 businesses just in Omaha with that amount of chemicals.
The fire department aso tries to make yearly inspections of
the businesses. While not all fire personal are familiar with
Tier I reports, “Rescue 1 and 2" are informed and they make
it to every fire. Emergency 911 is aso getting involved by
adding this information into their system. All firemen are
trained to look for weird smoke, plagues, employees and
strange smells which can tell them what kind of fire is
burning. Local fire station captains are responsible to know
what kind of businesses arein their area.

The use of plagues on buildings with chemicals was
discussed. Because of 911, some fedl it would be a
welcoming sign to terrorists. But a simple sign, not specific,
would be helpful to loca firemen in recognizing if they need
to check for chemicals. Further research will be done.

Do you have a green thumb or just

like to look at nature's beauty?
Volunteer to be on BRNA’s Beautification Committee.
It is not hard. All you will need to do is help in
beautifying our park by organize plantings and
purchasing plants with BRNA funds.
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How can garbage be history? Well, every archeologist will
tell you that the past is often revealed through mankind’s
garbage!l When early settlements were formed in our area,
the need to have a “dump” was mandatory. Usually a spot
has chosen in walking distance from their homes. In
Fontenelle Forest, there is evidence of one of Nebraska's
earliest settlements. This settlement was located near Gifford
Farm. The River changed its course and the settlement
disappeared. The settlement’s buildings are all gone, but
the “dump” remains. If you hike in the area, you can see
thousands of broken pottery and glass just scattered about.

BRNA had its dumps too. Before the city started collecting
garbage, early residents did a number of things to get rid of
unwanted items. Some areas were set aside as common
dumps. Also, most early residents use to burn many of their
waste products. It was a common site to see large meta
incinerators in people's backyards as late at the 1950's.  If
the items would not burn, they would dig a hole, fill it and
then cover it. A new hole would be dug nearby for the next
batch of waste. One former resident remembers as a boy
watching his uncles bury an old model T in their backyard!
Perhaps you were digging in your backyard and you
unearthed a spoon or glass bottle or even asmall toy. Think
of it as “treasure from the past”!

Here are some items people have found in backyards:
- Small medicine bottles
Larger bottles (Which probably held cleaning
products or even acohol.)
Toy cowboy gun
Tiny toy car
Tiny glass doll
Bootlegger’sjug
Spoons, forks and knives
Pottery
- Nailsand other hardware
