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The � - � . / � (South Omaha Environmental Task Force) held its first meeting for the 2007 on April 12th.  The meeting brings 
together area businesses, city officials and citizens to solve environmental problems.  It is chaired by Senator Preister.   
Topics Discussed: 
·  Fred Thole from Public Works stated that there have been six manure spills since January.  Street sweeping with water has 

started.  Businesses are done and they are starting in the residential areas.  Look in Sunday©s paper to find where they will 
be cleaning.  Island flushing is being done at night with water. 

·  Rebecca stated that smells are getting worse around 34th and F Streets.   She says that the other night she called in an odor 
complaint around 9:30 p.m.   Then at 2:30 a.m., she was awakened by another extremely foul odor.   Her windows were 
closed, but the smell seemed to penetrate the walls.   She called 444-4919 again and told them that she wanted to speak 
with the environmental agent.   They called him and he did return Rebecca’s call – noting that she had awake him up at his 
home in Missouri Valley.  She said she was sorry, but that she was also awaken up by a horrid smell.   He said that he 
wouldn’ t know anything for 3-4 hours when he comes into Omaha.   No one ever called her back.   Marty Grate said he 
would get back to her on who is producing this smell.   Rebecca wanted to know what happens to these calls after they are 
logged.   What do you do about these or are they just logged and that’s it?   She then gave out a copy of a logged odor sheet 
that one of her members made and gave her.  It logged March’s occurrences of odor with time and wind direction.  She 
asked if they could do something similar.   Sen. Preister asked also if they could start keeping a record sheet for each area 
that is called in and bring that to SOETF. 

·  South Omaha has been hit hard with GRAFFITI.  The city will get more volunteers and an extra sprayer.  Damaged signs 
will either be cleaned or replaced, which may be cheaper.  Councilman Gernandt says that we are getting a graffiti tracker 
program from California.   He also stated that the South Omaha Business Association put up 6 cameras and the police 
arrested three girls for graffiti when the cameras caught them in the act.  The police are asking citizens to not cover graffiti 
until they get a picture of it because it helps in the prosecution.   

·  There have been some manure complaints because trucks have been leaving doors open.  Senator Priester responded that 
the police want pictures.  State Patrol has been busy watching F Street plus the Veterans Bridge for weight limits. They 
have had no violations.  Senator Priester says the visibility of the State Patrol probably is helping. Also, the Packers have 
been giving the truckers designated truck route maps.  Rebecca Patlan thanked Councilman Gernandt for the ordinance 
passed for the weight limit violation fine for being increased from $50.00 to $250.00.  

·  Barry from Univar says that they are doing some beautification south of the F Street bridge adding grass and trees.  The 
company is in the process of buying Chem Cental which is the 4th largest in North American (Univar is the largest.)  They 
said that they are adding barbwire to the north side of their plant.  Senator Priester- stated that whatever businesses can do 
for security is very welcomed by the neighborhood. 

·  Mike from the Missouri River Treatment Plant (near the river) stated that in 2006 they had 33 complaints.  So far this year 
there has only been 3 complaints.  Marty Grate says there will be a public meeting concerning the CSO on May 22nd at 
South High at 6:30 P.M.   Councilman Gernandt thanked the Packers and Chemical plant for their good work. 

·  Mike from Darling International, says they are doing their spring cleaning and their scrubbers are in good working order.  
They no longer are leasing the building at F and Dahlman.  The owners of the building are back in there and Darling doesn©t 
know what their plans are.   Rebecca asked for the owner’s name so that they can be notified of the graffiti on the semi’s 
that are parked on the lot. 

·  Chester Black and Doug Clark discussed the PM10 monitors. There are 5 in Douglas County.  The one on 25th and L may 
be moved.  The average level per quarter in 2006 was 33.8 and the annual was 36.2.   The monitor on 25 and L has been 
between 27 and 30.  EPA thinks that Omaha has too many monitors for the size of our city and funding is being reduced.  
Rebecca mentioned that funding for the monitor may be sought through a grant.   Sen. Preister said, “We are in the 
Superfund for the EPA and may receive some money for a thing such as this.”  

·  Senator Priester mentioned Captain Martinez being in the South High Tutor and that Brown Park started a Neighborhood 
Association.   The new South High’s ball field will be used by South High, and also for College World Series practices. 

·  Angelo Fili stated that the Crock building will be built on the old Wilson packing house land. 
Additional  notes from BRNA: 
- A citizen saw a semi on F Street just west of Dahlman the morning of April 10th and at the same time, a State Patrol car was 

passing it going the other direction.  The truck plates were Iowa TB 000# (unsure of last number)  If you see a truck on F 
Street west of Dahlman Avenue, take down the number and forward it to BRNA.

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Some area sidewalks are sporting some green arrows most likely due 
to someone sending a complaint into the city.   Since sidewalks are 
an integral part of the transportation system in the City of Omaha, the 
Sidewalk Program provides a systematic method for reviewing, 
identifying, and notifying property owners of defective sidewalk, and 
to ensure that sidewalks are repaired, maintained, and clear of 
debris.  
As per  the City of Omaha Municipal Code (Section 26-41 - 26-44, 
and Section 34-333) the property owner  is obligated to construct, 
repair  or  clear  the sidewalk abutting their  property. 
  
The identification process for sidewalk construction and repair needs 
will be three-fold: 

1. General observation by Public Works staff 
2. Repor ts from the general public  
3. Area inspection 

While inspecting a reported sidewalk defect or request, Public Works 
staff shall inspect and assess a 2-block area around the reported 
location.  All additional sidewalk defects shall be identified, marked 
and recorded. 
Sidewalk Assessment 
Sidewalk shall be considered defective when exhibiting one or more 
of the following characteristics: 
·  Sidewalk faulted at joint or crack with 1" or more deflection. 
·  Sidewalk raised more than 2" in 8 ft. from normal profile line. 
·  Sidewalk sunken more than 2" in 8 ft. from normal profile line.  
·  Sidewalk cracked into 3 or more pieces per panel, or any single 

crack with 1/2" or greater openings. 
·  Sidewalk cracked with part of sidewalk missing. Forming holes 

deeper than 3/8"inch. 
·  Sidewalk damaged or uplifted by tree roots or stumps to the 

extent that it meets the above-mentioned characteristics shall be 
considered defective and shall be responsibility of the property 
owner to repair.  It is also the property owner©s responsibility to 
remove the stump. When replacing the sidewalk, make every 
effort to bend the sidewalk around the tree and roots, to protect 
the tree. 

Sidewalk damaged by the result of an existing tree falling during a 
storm or other method, and was not previously identified as being 
defective, shall be the responsibility of the City to remove and 
replace at no cost to the property owner.  Brick sidewalk with defects 
as described above shall be the responsibility of the property owner 
to repair.  A special letter shall be sent to the property owner 
identifying the cost to repair a brick sidewalk. 
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Six large BRNA banners and hardware 
have been given to Superior Sign and 
Lighting.   They will be installing 
shortly.  Diane and Rebecca are still 
working with the OPPD to get more 
electrical poles okayed.   OPPD has set 
new stronger rules concerning 
installation of banners on their poles.   
They will allow them on only on 
certain strong poles.  At BRNA’s April 

meet, the members present okayed hiring Superior to 
install the banners at a cost of $300. 
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On Saturday, April 21st, some BRNA members met at 
Pulaski Park to do some Spring Clean-up.   It is our 
park and we all need to make it special.  We can be 
the park’s guardians.   If you have spent time at the 
park and have picked up some litter or cleaned an 
area, please let

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The following story is a good example of how law enforcement 
receives valuable criminal information from citizens.  This also serves 
as a fine example of a neighbor who cared enough about the 
neighborhood and, despite fear of retaliation, contacted police for 
assistance. 

 
Captain Mark Martinez, commander of the Southeast 
Precinct, was contacted by a resident of the Southeast 
Precinct.  The neighbor detailed what was occurring in 
her neighborhood; specifically, there was a problem 
house out of control.  Minors who lived there were 
drinking alcohol, having loud parties that were carried 

out into the yard, playing loud music late into the night, and were even 
shooting guns off.  Illegal narcotics distribution was also suspected.  
The resident repeatedly called the landlord and 911 regarding these 
issues.  Captain Martinez asked the neighbor to e-mail him details of 
what was occurring at the problem house.  The conscientious neighbor 
did send the e-mail that afternoon.  Captain Martinez made Southeast 
Precinct officers aware of the problem house and gave additional 
instructions for a strategy to address the situation. 
 
That same night, a neighbor called 911 regarding shots fired from the 
problem house.  Officers responded and were assisted by the Gang 
Unit, which was also aware of the problem house.  Evidence was 
retrieved from the area near the house and a search warrant was written 
and served.  Officers from the Emergency Reaction Unit also assisted.  
In the end, one main player was arrested for numerous serious charges, 
including narcotics dealing, and much evidence was recovered. 
 
Before this house was “busted,”  neighbors could not sit out on their 
front porches and some of the elderly residents were afraid to go 
outside at all, fearing they would be harassed or even shot.  I am 
confident that the neighbors will now feel safer and the neighborhood 
will be a bit quieter. 
 
This is an excellent example of what can be accomplished when 
neighbors, in partnership with the police, work toward a common goal 
of ridding a neighborhood of crime.  Neighbors are the best source of 
information for the police about crime in neighborhoods and the police 
greatly depend on residents for this information in order to do their jobs 
effectively and protect the public.  My hope is that people will not 
think their input doesn’ t matter, but instead will realize that their help is 
invaluable to the police and is very much appreciated. 
 
Lastly, thanks to all the Neighborhood Associations who give of their 
valuable time to make neighborhoods safe.  The Omaha Police 
Department appreciates you.

Southeast Precinct Captain      
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1. Seek shelter under a sturdy 
table in the basement. 
2. If no basement is available, 
go to a first floor, small 
interior room or a room on the 
opposite side from a tornado. 
Stay away from windows. 

3. In schools, churches, and shopping centers, go to 
designated shelters away from outside walls, glass, 
and large rooms (malls, auditoriums). Get under a 
table or counter or in a restroom or small storeroom. 
DO NOT GO TO YOUR PARKED CAR 
4. In motels, lie down in the lowest-level interior 
hallway away from glass. Dive under a bed or pull a 
mattress on top of you as last resort. 
5. In a vehicle, drive away at a right angle to the 
storm movement. DO NOT GET CAUGHT IN 
YOUR VEHICLE. Abandon your vehicle and lie 
in a ditch or culvert or under a low bridge. 
Overall: Underground and under  a table are the 
watchwords. People who get under something 
usually survive. 
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Graffiti continues to be a problem.  If you see any 
suspicious activity, call 911 immediately.   They 
usually hit between the hours of 1 and 4 A.M.   
Also, call 444-5555 or 444-5992 if you see any 
graffiti.  
After further review from the Traffic 
Engineering Department, it was 
decided that it is best for the graffiti 
van to remove the graffiti from any public property, 
including signs, and that the public should continue 
to call in the graffiti wherever it is.  However, if 
people want to remove graffiti from their own 
private property that’s fine.  Please use white or gray 
paint as stated above. When the graffiti van comes 
they will attempt to match your original paint.  Do 
not remove graffiti from official city or state signs 
(also as stated above).  Report it to the Mayor’s 
Hotline. 
The police are asking citizens to not cover graffiti 
until they get a picture of it because it helps in the 
prosecution.   Call police first.

Then he asked me for his 
flyer back, I said "No, I am going to keep this. ‘    I told him I 
was the President of BRNA and he should leave the area 
because he may scare the elderly in the area without a proper 
ID".  He then got irate and started screaming and calling me 
names.   At this time, I held the door pretty tight and closed 
the other one and locked it.  I called Virgil, who was working 
right around the corner.  Then I called my son, who was at Hy 
Vee.  He searched for them and spotted the white Ford 
Explorer with an Iowa license plate.   They were knocking on 
another home!  He called Virgil and they were stopped 
immediately and a report was made.  He gave them the first 
degree, told them to leave Omaha and get a permit next time 
or else.  Virg said for me to tell everyone, "NEVER OPEN 
THE DOOR TO STRANGERS!”  – Especially if they have no 
badge.  Even with a badge it is not safe unless you have 
others in your home.  Also, he said "TO BUY A NO 
SOLICITING SIGN FOR YOUR HOME and ALWAYS 
CALL 911 WHEN IN DOUBT!" 
  
Even though I have been married to a policeman for 25 years, 
my guard was down.  Keep yours up!

(ATSDR), spoke at BRNA’s April meeting.   Sue discussed 
the old “Western Mineral Products”  company that was in 
operation at 36th and I Street from 1940 to 1989.   It used 
vermiculite from Libby, Montana, which is known to contain 
asbestos.   The company heated the vermiculite to make it 
“pop” .   After popping, it became light and usable in 
insulation, concrete additive, etc.   Today there are major 
concerns are for the plant’s workers and their families.   If 
you know anyone who worked there, let BRNA know.  The 
disease does not manifest itself until 15 to 40 years after 
exposure.   Area residents may also have has a smaller degree 
of exposure.  
       By the year 2000, the plant and its grounds have been 
cleaned extensively.    The building is safe today. 
        Asbestos is a known cancer-causing product found in 
many older buildings.   Its fibers are very fine and can 
become air-born.  As long as it is not loose, there is little to 
worry about.   Painting over asbestos product helps.  If you 
have concerns, visit www.atsdr.cdc.gov    Type in “Omaha” 
in their search box and find out about our area’s concerns.  
Other terms to research are:  Mesothelioma and Asbestosis.

Emergencies can happen anywhere and anytime.   It is always wise to be prepared.  Here are more of the 30 tips continued 
from our last newsletter. They will help you and your family becomes better prepared for an emergency.  More “Tips” will be in 
next BRNA newsletter. 
Preparedness Tip #16   One of the easiest ways you can prepare for emergencies is to keep some supplies readily available. 
Every kit is unique and can be tailored to meet the specific needs of your family, but a general list of supplies you may want to 
consider are battery-operated radio, flashlight, extra batteries, extra cash. 
Preparedness Tip #17   Also include items for sanitation in your emergency supply kit.  Consider items such as toilet paper, 
towelettes, soap, liquid detergent, personal hygiene items, plastic garbage bags 
Preparedness Tip #18   Include at least one complete change of clothing and footwear per person in your E. supply kit.   
Preparedness Tip #19   You should also keep a smaller version of your emergency supply kit in your vehicle, in case you are 
commuting or traveling when disaster strikes.  Emergency Kit For Your Vehicle includes: 

blanket  
first aid kit and manual  
flashlight and extra batteries 
 tire repair kit and pump 

booster cables  
shovel  
flares or other emergency marking devices 
maps 

non-perishable high energy foods, such 
as granola bars, raisins and peanut 
butter  
bottled water 

Preparedness Tip #20   Teach children how to dial 9-1-1 in an emergency. Review emergency action steps with all family 
members.
