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       The South Omaha Neighborhood Alliance is a 
coalition of over 30 neighborhood groups from the Missouri 
River to 72nd Street and Harrison to Dodge Street – working 
together to improve South Omaha. 
       SONA’s meetings are held on the first Thursday of each 
month at the South Omaha Precinct building on 25th and 
Vinton.   They begin at 7:00.  All area residents are invited to 
join. 
       On August 2nd, the meeting began with a police report.  
Two bicycle police sergeants explained their goals and duties 
in the South Omaha area.   You may have noticed them in 
their bright yellow shirts.   They patrol South 24 Street 
business area and also along Q Street.   They try to talk with 
as many people as they can to help with police/public 
relations.  They also deal a lot with the transient and drinking 
problems. 
        SONA president, Athena Ramos, talked about the

When you 
look into the rearview mirror to back out 
of your parking space, you notice a piece 
of paper stuck to the middle of the rear window.   So, you 
shift into Park, unlock your doors, and jump out of your 
car to remove that paper (or whatever it is) that is 
obstructing your view.  When you reach the back of your 
car, car jackers appear out of nowhere, jump into your car 
and take off.  They practically mow you down as they 
speed off in your car.  And guess what, ladies?   I bet your 
purse is still in the car.  So now the carjacker has your car, 
your home address, your money, and your keys.  Your 
home and your whole identity are now compromised!   If 
you see a piece of paper stuck to your back window, just 
drive away.   Remove the paper later. 
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 Five out of 10 Garden hoses tested with Lead Levels over 
EPA Standards were bought from Home Depot, Wal-Mart, 
Target and Ace hardware.  They randomly bought and 
filled sections of the hoses with clean water, sealed the 
ends and put them outside for about a day.    Then they 
delivered that water to a lab.  Four of those came back 
with extremely high lead levels.  15 parts per billion.  
"Hoses tend to be made of PVC, which is a dirty plastic, 
and lead is used as a stabilizer in that plastic," said Charlie 
Pizarro, associate director at the Center for Environmental 
Health. "Lead is a neurotoxin.  There is no amount of lead 
that©s safe for a child.  They put children at risk for brain 
damage, developmental disabilities and a host of other 
very serious problems.”  
WHAT CAN YOU DO?  Always check the label on your 
garden hose.  Sometimes it©s hard to find, but it©s there.   
Almost all the hoses that were tested had " DO NOT 
DRINK"  warnings, but it©s small and you have to look for 
it.  Camper, marine or RV hoses are generally safe for 
drinking.  They are made from medical-grade vinyl. 
Teknor Apex makes Neverkink and Aquaflex R.V. hoses 
safe for drinking.  If your hose has brass fittings, they can 
also leach lead into the water.  Experts say it©s probably 
safe to water your vegetables with water from a garden 
hose, but you and your pets should avoid drinking from it.   
Also, don't fill a kiddie pool with it. 
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� � � � �  (South Omaha Environmental Task Force) held 
their third meeting for the year.   Senator Don Preister chairs 
the meeting and his opening comment was, “We’re here to 
identify problems and to find ways to solve them.”  
 
Topic One: TRUCK SPILLS 

          An officer from the State 
Patrol said that 25 manure spills 
have occurred since January with 
13 occurring in June and July.  A 
State Patrol surveillance was done 

at 33rd and L Street recently.  Within three hours, 131 trucks 
were observed.   There were 10 spills observed and 1 weight 
limit citation given.    Many truckers usually CB each other 
and become more careful when the police are around. 
          The major spill that happened on August 6th at 34th and 
I Street was a truck from Nebraska Beef on 36th and L Street.  
A Nebraska Beef representative said it was not manure but 
waste which was being shipped out to be used as fertilizer.  
He thought it was most likely a new driver.   He has 
implemented more training for the drivers.   Nebraska Beef 
said they have given out fines to truckers up the $500 who 
have not followed rules.  He also said that the plant’s 
supervisor has been instructed to watch out for over-loaded 
trucks.  Nebraska Beef said that if anyone sees a spill near his 
plant even after hours, they can call 733-0418 and ask for 
Ron.   They will also move one of their cameras to watch the 
corner. 
          BRNA member, Toni Wasikowski, commented on the 
speed the trucks use and said that is part of the problem.   
Also, comments were made that the corner at 34th and I is too 
sharp and trucks can not turn easily.   Neighbors have said 
that trucks hit the curb often.   The city may have to become 
involved to find a solution to the sharp corner.  Rebecca 
Barr ientos/Patlan said that the media was called on August 
6th because the neighbors have been calling in complaints.  
She said that children live and play around that area and 
something has to be done.   She asked if tarps could be used 
on the trucks to prevent spills.  There is a law in effect that 
states tarping should be used if product is 2 inches below top 
level.   The president of the Nebraska Trucking Association 
stated truck drivers need to call if they spill.  We may not 
always be able to prevent spills, but we can improve the 
reaction to them.   Senator Preister asked for better means of 
preventing spills.   Businesses in the area could refuse cattle if 
they notice spilling or if the driver does not obey rules.   Fines 
should be given.   Rebecca thanked Public Works for their 
quick clean up.   They came within 10 minutes of her call to 
them on Aug. 6th    When asked who should be responsible for 
clean up,   Councilman Gernandt said that the city is 
responsible for clean up if it is on city streets.   Businesses 
must clean up on their own property. 

Topic 2:  AIR QUALITY  
       Chester Black from Omaha Air  Quality said that there 
were 6 odor complaints in June and 11 in July.  He said his 
assistant Tammy goes out to the area to investigate.   A 
handout was given out showing three areas where readings 
were taken of Hydrogen Sulfide.    Most readings were low or 
in acceptable range.   Chester commented on the fact the odor 
complaints are down in the last four to five years.   He said 
weather conditions cause odors to settle in an area.   When the 
air is heavy and the wind calm, odors seem to increase.  The 
25th and L Street air monitor will continue in operation for 
another year.   It may be moved another South Omaha site. 
          Representatives from Dar ling said that they have three 
“Foggers”  now.   These help deal with ambient odor issues.  
These are odors that are in the air around their plants.   
“Scrubbers”  inside the building help clean internal air.  
Extremely hot days forecasted for mid-August may cause the 
trucks to leave the area quicker. 
          The Omaha Treatment Plant representative explained 
some of the projects they do to improve air conditions.  A fan 
was replaced and some other repairs were made.  
 
Misc. Topics: 
      A Univar  representative stated that they had a surprise 
audit from the Food and Drug Association and they passed 
their inspection.   He said that in the 14 years the plant has 
been at this location, there have been no accidents.   Univar is 
also doing some major landscaping around their plant.   Trees 
and ornamental plants will be going in.   They will be using 
the same company that Greater Omaha Beef used.  They will 
be increasing fence height for more security.   American 
Labs said that they have security issues and may be working 
on beautification of their plant grounds also.    
        Sue Bednarz, BRNA member, commented that if 
landscaping looks nice near a business, people will feel better 
and maybe won’ t mind having the business in the area. 
       Conreco was present for the first time. (Recycles 
concrete near 36th and D Street)     The business opens at 7 
a.m. and he said that when they first start the motors for 
concrete crushing there is some dust, but they are trying to 
keep the dust controlled with water.   He is also closing the 
gate at 5:30 p.m. to limit the evening noise.  When asked 
about landscaping his entrance on Dahlman, he said he would 
look into it. 
 
Senator  Preister  gave recognition to one of Nebraska’s 
greatest golfers, Johnny Goodman, who grew up right here in 
BRNA!  
 
Next SOETF meeting is scheduled for Oct. 11th.   The public 
is welcomed! 
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September in the early 1900’s was “Back-to-School”  month 
for area children.   There were three schools in our area.   St. 
Francis Assisi, St. Stanislaus and Robbins Public School 
located at 39th and Hillsdale.   
 
Robbins was originally constructed in 1910 and was known 
as the Franklin School.  An addition occurred in 1919 to 
increase classroom space.  The building was primarily brick, 
and utilized a decorative limestone trim on the exterior 
façade.    
 
The name of the school was changed to Robbins in 1928 to 
memorialize two heroic Omaha boys.  The boys had run into 
their burning home to rescue their invalid mother, resulting in 
the death of one of them in the fire.  The other was killed a 
year later in a sledding accident. 

 
Robbins School closed in 1994, and in the late 1990’s was 
totally renovated for use as a residential apartment building.  
The elegant and historic façade has been retained.

The first Labor Day holiday was celebrated on Tuesday, 
September 5, 1882, in New York City, in accordance with the 
plans of the Central Labor Union. The Central Labor Union 
held its second Labor Day holiday just a year later, on 
September 5, 1883.  
 
In 1884 the first Monday in September was selected as the 
holiday, as originally proposed, and the Central Labor Union 
urged similar organizations in other cities to follow the 
example of New York and celebrate a "workingmen©s 
holiday" on that date. The idea spread with the growth of 
labor organizations, and in 1885 Labor Day was celebrated in 
many industrial centers of the country.  
 
By 1894, 23 other states had adopted the holiday in honor of
