So, there I went 
again on a goose chase of phone calls.  We know our streets need repair but it always 
seem that South O, never reaps the benefit when it comes to resurfacing a whole area.   
     This past week the World Herald came out with all the projects to be resurfaced in the 
near future.  Down town and Mid town are always getting blessed with city funds.  Why 
not ever in the South O residential area’s?  Don’ t we pay the taxes too!   
       Then how about Dahlman Ave, what a revenue pot of gold for the south O area and 
for the city and I don’ t think they have ever been resurfaced!  With all the committed 
business owners staying in our area, the new businesses popping up and those who are 
adding footage to their existing businesses.  Isn’ t this area worth some home 
improvements on our streets?  After all a street with the name of one Omaha©s Mayors 
shouldn©t look the way it does.  It should be an attraction for our city, but that©s another 
idea in my heart...one day!  But, you would think the city would look and see that things 
just need to be done here, pronto!  Who needs to go to the moon when you can drive on 
Dahlman; there are so many potholes and overfilled lumps, you could just close your 
eyes and your there! 
       Well, I am still waiting for a few more phone calls. Maybe some of our city officials 
will read this and finally find some of our lost tax money to resurface South Omaha’s 
residential area.  So, till then, remember to call those Hole-y ones in and get’em filled,

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On June 14, 1777, the 
Continental Congress 
approved the design of a 
national flag. 
Since 1916, when President 
Woodrow Wilson issued a 

presidential proclamation establishing a 
national Flag Day on June 14, Americans 
have commemorated the adoption of the 
Stars and Stripes by celebrating June 14 as 
Flag Day.   Prior to 1916, many localities 
and a few states had been celebrating the 
day for years.   Congressional legislation 
designating that date as the national Flag 
Day was signed into law by President Harry 
Truman in 1949; the legislation also called 
upon the president to issue a flag day 
proclamation every year. 
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“ Dahlman”    

            Dahlman Avenue is BRNA’s east boundary.  
It was named for former Mayor James Dahlman.   
Mayor Dahlman became Omaha©s "Cowboy Mayor" 
in 1906 and served in that office for 21 years. 
           "Mayor Jim," born in DeWitt County, Texas, 
in 1856, came to Nebraska in 1878 as a ranch hand 
near the present site of Gordon. He became foreman 
three years later and herded cattle from Oregon and 
the Indian Territory to Montana, the Dakotas and 

Western Nebraska. Later he became brand inspector for the Wyoming 
Stock Association at Valentine, then the terminus (1884) of the North 
Western Railway, and soon after bowed into politics by being elected 
Dawes County Sheriff.   In 1885 he began the first of two terms as Mayor 
of Chadron, following these by serving twice as delegate to Democratic 
National Conventions in 1892 and 1896. 
               By then Mr., Dahlman had become a political influence in the 
state. To him goes some of the credit for having the Trans-Mississippi 
Exposition located at Omaha. He was offered the job of Police Chief in 
Omaha in 1896 but declined.  That same year he helped carry Nebraska for 
Bryan, when he served as Democratic state chairman.  
              His formal introduction to Omaha came in 1899 when he joined 
the Union Stock Yards Company. He became Mayor for the first time in 
1906 and was re-elected three times in succession. He was defeated in a 
race for Governor in 1910, served one year as United States Marshal in 
1920, resigning that office to become Mayor for the fifth time.   
          When Mr. Dahlman first took office in 1906, Omaha was under the 
rule of the State Legislature. A policeman©s salary could not be raised 
without permission from that body. Such a system placed an unnecessary 
responsibility upon the Legislature, for a great deal of its time each session 
was taken up by Omaha affairs.  
           During Mayor Jim©s years in Omaha, tremendous changes took place 
in the city as it grew rapidly in population and wealth. There seemed to be 
no sane reason for continuing such an antiquated governmental system.  
Mr. Dahlman saw the absurdity of it.  He proposed giving the city the right 
of governing itself — and the battle for "home rule" was begun.           
           It was a battle, too. The Mayor was accused of wanting to "secede" 
from the state. State legislators scoffed at Omaha©s ability to control her 
own affairs. But Mr. Dahlman and his supporters continued to fight. At last 
a constitutional amendment was submitted to the voters, who approved it.  
In 1912 Omaha adopted its present commission form of government. 
          Mayor Dahlman died in office in 1930. He is on record as the longest 
serving mayor. 
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This past week I received an email from the 
IRS, but when I read what it, it was a scam.

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Each year, as the temperature rises, residents head to the 
pool for fun in the sun.  While the atmosphere is exciting, 
the situation can turn grim quickly. The following are some 
simple steps that you can take to ensure that a water tragedy 
does not take place in your backyard.   This also applies to 
kiddie pools. 
 
·  Never leave a child unobserved around the pool. 
·  Designate a "water watcher," someone who will maintain 

eye-to-eye supervision at all times. 
·  Keep toys and pets away from the pool to prevent falls 

and to avoid distractions that might draw children to the 
pool area without proper supervision. 

·  Keep basic lifesaving equipment near the pool. 
·  Install a phone by the pool or keep a cordless battery 

nearby. 
·  Every caregiver should know CPR!   
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Always wear appropriate protective 
clothing and avoid eating, drinking, 
smoking or going to the toilet during 
the mixing, spraying or clean-up 
process - 
·  when mixing, do it in a well ventilated area  
·  accurately measure the correct amount  
·  never put chemicals into food or drink containers  
·  avoid spraying in conditions of high wind  
·  keep nozzles free from blockages by using 

appropriate filters and formulations  
·  if they do become blocked, clean them with a soft 

brush- do not suck or blow them with your mouth  
·  always thoroughly clean up after you have finished  
·  clean all equipment in an area where run-off will not 

cause problems  
·  triple rinse containers and dispose of them carefully  
·  wash clothing and yourself (and don©t spare the soap)  
·  store in a cool place, and away from children  
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The main worry when dealing with anything 
flammable like gasoline or propane is static 
electricity. The vapors from those liquids can 
catch fire - all you need is one little spark. 
Static electricity on your clothes or in your 
hair is enough. 
  
Remember to ground yourself when dealing with gas or 
propane. Touch your car before touching anything fuel related.  
 
One expert says, "That little jolt of electricity is pretty hot. 
Definitely hot enough to ignite any time when flammable 
fumes or vapors that are around.  Pay attention to the little 
signs on the station’s canopy like “No smoking” . There©s a 
reason for those signs." 
 
Always use a container that is approved to carry flammable 
liquids.  Also, never smoke or use an open flame near gasoline 
or propane.  
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INGREDIENTS:  
3 (12 ounce) packages  
   refrigerated biscuit dough 
1 cup white sugar 
2 teaspoons ground 
    cinnamon 
1/2 cup margarine 

1 cup packed brown sugar 
1/2 cup chopped walnuts  
                          (optional) 
1/2 cup raisins 

DIRECTIONS:  
1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees F (175 degrees C). 

Grease one 9 or 10 inch tube pan. 

2. Mix white sugar and cinnamon in a plastic bag. Cut 
biscuits into quarters. Shake 6 to 8 biscuit pieces in 
the sugar cinnamon mix. Arrange pieces in the bottom 
of the prepared pan. Continue until all biscuits are 
coated and placed in pan. If using nuts and raisins, 
arrange them in and among the biscuit pieces as you 
go along. 

3. In a small saucepan, melt the margarine with the 
brown sugar over medium heat. Boil for 1 minute. 
Pour over the biscuits. 

4. Bake at 350 degrees F (175 degrees C) for 35 
minutes. Let bread cool in pan for 10 minutes, and 
then turn out onto a plate. Do not cut! The bread just 
pulls apart. �
