·  Use expanding foam –“Great Stuff”  – to fill in gaps 
around windows. 

·  Use electrical outlet covers or baby plugs to prevent 
leaks.   

·  Use caulk and weather-stripping around windows and 
doors. (Paintable caulk preferred) 

·  Use Florescent bulbs. 
 
Rene said using the new energy-saving bulb is a good idea.   
The old incandescent bulbs waste 90 percent of the energy 
consumed by creating heat. Just 10 percent is used to create 
light, so fluorescent bulbs are more efficient and cooler.  
They last eight to 10 times longer.  Fluorescents contain 
trace amounts of mercury.  It©s legal to throw them away.  
The right thing for the environment would be to dispose of 
them at Omaha©s household waste facility, called Under The 
Sink, near 120th and I streets.  It handles household waste 
not suitable for a landfill.  Call for an appointment at 444-
Sink (7465).

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� � � � �  (South Omaha Environmental Task Force) held its 
fourth and final meeting for 2007 in October.   Senator Don 
Preister chairs the meetings.  The aim of the meetings is to 
bring local businesses and residents together to solve 
problems.   
Here are some highlights from  the meeting: 
·  Nebraska Trucking Association Magazine featured an 

article involving truck safety.   Their goal was to help 
truckers improve their skills. 

·  Truck Citations:  Officer Myron (State Patrol) stated that 
on September 14th at 33rd & L to 36th & L, 114 cattle 
trucks were observed and 16 citations given, 6 manure 
spills and various other violations.  On October 10th, the 
Omaha Police Department noted 165 trucks were observed 
and 30 citations were given, two were for heavy load and 
one for turn signal and 1 for spilling load. 

·  Rebecca (BRNA Pres.) asked if signs could be put on F 
streets at 42nd and at Dahlman and F so semi-trucks would 
not enter into the residential areas between. Councilman 
Garry Gernandt will give the concerns to traffic and will 
work on it. 

·  Senator Priester said he appreciated ongoing procedures 
and compliance assistance was appreciated.  This area 
receives about 125 trucks everyday with 5000 cattle. 

·  Councilman Garry Gernandt asked Senator Priester to 
draft a letter recognizing Truckers compliance and 
thanking them and printing in the Truckers magazine. 

·  Mike from the River Treatment Plant stated there have 
been 6 complaints this year.  There have been two 
complaints out of area since last meeting and 
investigations showed one was them and another was a 
methane smell on 32nd L. It was not Hydrogen Sulfate. 
This smells like rotten eggs, decaying flesh or cabbage 
decaying. Now that there is more traffic on 13th street they 
will probably get more complaints. 

·  Councilman asked if the cooperation of Sewer Department 
and Air Quality still exist concerning complaints.  They 
reflected a lack of cooperation in the past.  Mike said it is 
increasing. 

·  State Patrol reports that Meth labs are down by 400% 
because of the cold tablets made with Sudophederin are off 
the shelf. 

·  Rebecca asked about PM10 readings and Chester stated 
that the readings have not changed.  Doug (DC Omaha 
Air) the PM10 monitor was moved from the Fire 
Department on 25th and L to 24th O and is being checked 
every 6 days.  Rebecca asked them for the readings to be 
sent via email, since Chester said he did not bring them. 
Also there will be an Air Directors meeting in the future to 
talk on the cost of future funding. 

·  Aaron (AA Collision) states that odors are down.  Al from 
(XL 4 Star Beef) said that the only odors they get are when 
they open their doors for 5-10 minutes for trucks. They 
have sealed up leaks.  He said the market is down. 

·  Sam Murante stated there is no problem at 29th and L. 
Rebecca commented on all the positive progress at the 
Sutherland Plaza. 

·  Bob (Darling International) thanked Chester.  They want 
to be better neighbors and try to react as soon as they 
receive complaints.  They are trying to do a better job by 
mandating to keep doors on the north closed.  They are in 
the process of repairing the back of the building on the 
North end and are trying to keep water out. 

·  Mike Musgrave at the rendering plant at 3811 Dahlman 
said that in September they had a problem with an air 
condenser vapor and it was just repaired.  He also said that 
he©s not 100 percent happy with their foggers because 
they’ re short-lived, about ever 30 or 45 days. They have 
doubled their foggers and they are working, and believe it 
made a big difference on odor control. They are trying to 
air out semis. 

·  Pat Martinez from Univar says there landscaping is almost 
complete. They are working with Union Pacific on the 
water run off and storm water problems. 

·  Jim from American Labs says they have planted trees 
along 33rth Street and have a full time grounds keeper.  
They have also removed their old scale that was an eye 
soar in the past. 

·  Councilman Garry Gernandt reminds everyone to have 
numbers on back of houses or garages.  Also he gave a 
heartfelt thanks to each and everyone who participated in 
SOEFT and says each one has made a remarkable 
difference in and around our area of the city.  

·  Senator Priester said that Railcar is still working on 
planting trees to buffer on the old rails; he also mentioned 
that Toni served as secretary and treasure for 12 years. He 
added that Angelo Fili was honored in the South High 
Tutor. 

·  Congressman G. Gernandt nominated Senator Priester for 
the SOETF Chair position and all seconded.  He accepted 
the position.  Thank you, Senator.

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FALLS are the most common and 
serious type of accident in the over 65 
age group and a major cause of 
accidents and death.  
 
Here are some actions to prevent falls:  
·  Do take regular exercise to keep your muscles strong and 

joints flexible. Keeping as active as possible can make 
falls less likely. Regular physical activity, e.g. brisk 
walking, housework, dancing or keep fit classes, helps to 
improve your balance. 

·  Ensure stairs and living areas are well lit.  Fitting handrails 
on both sides of the stairs can make them safer and easier 
to climb. 

·  Have your eyes tested regularly. 
·  Keep floors and stairs free from objects such as trailing 

flexes, which may cause you to trip. Replace worn carpets 
or rugs and nail or tape down rug edges. 

·  Discard poorly fitting shoes or slippers and don©t wear high 
heels. Avoid trailing clothes which may trip you up. 

·  Use non-slip rubber mats in the bath or shower. Have 
handles fitted to assist entry and exit. 

·  If you have to climb up always use proper steps or ladders.

1.   Only buy or fill up your car or truck in the early morning 
when the ground temperature is still cold.  Remember that 
all service stations have their storage tanks buried below 
ground. The colder the ground the more dense the gasoline, 
when it gets warmer gasoline expands, so buying in the 
afternoon or in the evening....your gallon is not exactly a 
gallon. In the petroleum business, the specific gravity and 
the temperature of the gasoline, diesel and jet fuel, ethanol 
and other petroleum products plays an important role.   A 1-
degree rise in temperature is a big deal for this business. But 
the service stations do not have temperature compensation at 
the pumps.   
2.   When you©re filling up do not squeeze the trigger of the 
nozzle to a fast mode. If you look you will see that the 
trigger has three (3) stages: low, middle, and high. In slow 
mode you should be pumping on low speed, thereby 
minimizing the vapors that are created while you are 
pumping. All hoses at the pump have a vapor return. If you 
are pumping on the fast rate, some of the liquid that goes to 
your tank becomes vapor. Those vapors are being sucked up 
and back into the underground storage tank so you©re getting 
less worth for your money.   
3.   One of the most important tips is to fill up when your gas 
tank is HALF FULL or HALF EMPTY. The reason for this 
is, the more gas you have in your tank the less air occupying 
its empty space. Gasoline evaporates faster than you can 
imagine. Gasoline storage tanks have an internal floating 
roof. This roof serves as zero clearance between the gas and 
the atmosphere, so it minimizes the evaporation. Unlike 
service stations, here where I work, every truck that we load 
is temperature compensated so that every gallon is actually 
the exact amount.  
4.   Another reminder, if there is a gasoline truck pumping 
into the storage tanks when you stop to buy gas, DO NOT 
fill up --most likely the gasoline is being stirred up as the gas 
is being delivered, and you might pick up some of the dirt 
that normally settles on the bottom.  
Hope this will help you get the most value for your money.
