He was surprised that Mr. Mason 
had incorporated this into a program for the celebration of the 4th of 
July in Park Street Church, Boston.  Smith said “When it was 
composed I was profoundly impressed with the necessary relations 
between love of God and love of country; and I rejoice if the 
expression of my own sentiments and convictions still find an 
answering chord in the hearts of my countrymen.”

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Don Preister chairs the South Omaha Environmental Task Force meetings.   They are held 4 times each year.   The 
senator states that the purpose of  SOETF is: to identify area environmental problems, then implement corrective 
solutions to them in a spirit of voluntary cooperation with business, residents, and government. 
                
               Guest Speaker :  Mike Davis of the Environmental Protection Agency (Region 7) was introduced.  Mr. Davis spoke 
about how the new air-monitoring program will focus on research rather than pollutants.  Differences between the PM 2.5 and 
PM10 monitors were also discussed.  Mike provided a Power Point handout that was discussed.  The EPA supports local-level 
air quality monitoring.  Omaha has more air monitors than St. Louis.  Ozone levels here are trending higher.  South Omaha’s 
data is not yet listed but is being recorded.  It will be listed next year.  When PM-10 or other monitors are used in special 
attainment areas, they become established after 18 months.  The South Omaha PM-10 has been in use over 18 months, so it is 
now recognized by the EPA as a permanent monitoring location, to be tied into the EPA system.  Mike also said that the EPA 
is coming out with new, reduced lead standards.  A new program called Enviroflash is available to provide public air quality 
information at www.airnow.gov, then click on Enviroflash.  (Don would like to thank Mike for his presentation and 
support.  He also thanks Senator Ben Nelson for his EPA funding support to pay for the monitoring costs.) 
             Air  Quality:  All emitters that were present gave an overview of changes made to their systems since we last met and 
the status of complaints they have received.   
·  Mike Arends of Omaha Public Works, reported 8 air complaints since January.  Each one was investigated. 
·  Kenny Soejoto of American Labs reported no plant odors.  The scale removal and landscaping have improved American 

Labs’  appearance.   
·  Mike Musgrave of Darling Int’ l reported 5 complaints at the Dahlman plant.  They had a system breakdown in March.  

They are adding foggers with pneumatic motors for better odor control.  New door seals are being installed.  They are 
spending $7,000 per week on odor abatement.   

·  Angelo Fili of Greater Omaha Packing, said they had no breakdowns or complaints.  He complimented Don and the Task 
Force for the leadership to prevent and correct these problems.   

·  Chester Black of Omaha Air Quality Control advised that the spring and summer odor patrol is gearing up. 
·  James Timmerman was in the hospital for surgery.  We wish him a speedy recovery.   
·  XL 4-Star Beef had no one present to report. 

             Graffiti:  Mike Getty with the City Prosecutor’s Office related that graffiti has become a citywide issue and topic of 
discussion.  There has been an increased emphasis on apprehension and prosecution of graffiti offenders.  A new city 
ordinance will require offenders to clean up and paint over graffiti.   Sam Murante raised concerns regarding graffiti 
abatement.  One of his properties has been tagged sixty times.  The use of cameras and other devices was discussed.  Don 
asked Mike Getty to generate a list of existing resources and processes that deal with graffiti.  Mike said he would work on it 
with Councilman Gernandt.  Mike suggested that a task force be started so all resources can become better aware of each 
others’  missions.  Capt. Martinez updated the group on gang and graffiti procedures. 
       Lt. Barrios reported that a Southeast Precinct sweep was held in March 2008 with the following results: 

Vehicles checked 939 Towed 39 Recovered stolen 7 
Vehicles - yellow tag 152 Citation 90   

                 Manure Spills:  Captain Tom Swarten of the NSP informed the group that 4 compliance operations have been 
conducted, with 148 tickets written.  Twenty-five were for manure spills; others were for truck maintenance.  At the last one 
40% of the trucks checked were taken out of service until they could be repaired.  Monitoring of the Vets’  Bridge for five-ton 
limit violations will begin soon, with joint operations between the OPD, DCS, and SCS targeting known criminal elements. 
                   Other  Issues:  Virgil Patlan of BRNA raised a complaint about trailers parked in the lot on the northwest corner of 
Dahlman & L Street.   However, the lot is zoned for that type of parking.  The owner of the property will be contacted to see if 
more can be done to make the area more attractive. 
                    Note: A BNSF railcar spill on Wednesday, May 28, leaked 300 - 600 gallons of hydrochloric acid near 13th Street 
and Missouri Avenue.  Symptoms of exposure include a burning sensation on the skin or in the lungs.  This will be discussed 
at the upcoming meeting.

Chester talked about 
South Omaha’s odor problems.   He said that 
we are near a high industrial zoned area and 
that most businesses in the area have been 
cooperative.   Industry will try to fix problems, 
but they are limited sometimes.  Chester says 
that these businesses are inspected and feels that things have been getting 
better in the past few years.   
 
He said that night odors pose a problem because most businesses have few 
workers at night and no managers.    Because of this, inspectors are not sent 
out at night.   They will call businesses in the morning. 
 
Chester also said that it is important that when you call in an odor complaint 
at � � � 6� ( � ( , be specific about the smell.   Does it smell like dog food or 
burn hair or sewer or manure, etc.?   Also note your location and wind 
direction.   This way they can pinpoint the source of the odor easier. 
 
Chester talked about the four EPA air monitors.   When asked about the 
asthma problem, he said to contact the Asthma Coalition – an out-reach 
program for families and schools.

Methamphetamine cooks are buying propane tanks from the 
exchanges at Wal-Mart, Kroger, and other stores; and emptying 
them of the propane gas.  Then they fill the propane tanks with 
anhydrous ammonia, which is used to produce 
Methamphetamine.  After they are finished with the propane 
tanks, they return them to the store.  The tanks may be refilled 
with propane, without knowing that they had been contaminated 
with anhydrous ammonia, and are resold.  Anhydrous ammonia 
is very corrosive and will damage the brass valve in a propane 
cylinder.  This deterioration will lead to cracking of the valve 
body or its components and can ultimately result in a violent, 
unexpected expulsion of the valve from the cylinder, causing 
personal injury or death.    It can be very dangerous when hooked 
up to a grill, recreation vehicle, etc. 
 
You should inspect the propane tank for any 
blue or greenish residue around the valve 
areas.  If there are evidences of these 
substances, do not purchase the propane tank 
and advise the vendor of your findings.  You 
can check out the linked web site for more 
details.    They also have pictures for you to view. 
http://www.npga.org/i4a/pages/index.cfm?pageid=529 
 
ALSO:   You might also be aware that often times these abused 
tanks are tossed in garbage and at neighborhood cleanups. The 
corroded takes valves are a discolored and easily spotted. Meth 
makers tend to get careless, bottles of HEET additive and other 
things like these tanks will accumulate in their yards, garages 
and porches. These suspicious should be reported to the police or 
DEA.
