The goal for the new year is to reduce criespecially violent crime. Tools the police arengsinclude visiting managers
of establishments where violence occurs. Paliescurrently sweeping each district for dead g@naehicles.

In the 50 area of the Southeast Precinctchvis the more northern part of the precinct amtlises the downtown area,
overall crime was down 4%. However, robberies wgr@2%.

In the 60 area of the Southeast Precinctchvisi the more southern part of the precinct actlides the South 34Street
business district, overall crime was down 21%. Eesv, felony assaults were up 28%.

There are a couple of suspects in the reQeiik Shop murder. It was noted that there is stoitering during the day
near 3% and “Q” Street, but the more people there areratpthe less likely that a violent crime will occukeeping less
money in cash registers might help reduce the ineefor robberies. Bullet-resistant glass was tiogred as a deterrent but
may not be feasible.

A purse shatching occurred in the riverfrarga. A 15-year-old suspect was arrested. Thare been quite a few other
purse-snatchings city-wide. There are usuallyt @loing the holidays.

It is possible to obtain the code for a résvear door lock if a criminal who knows how totiiat is nearby. However, the
vast majority of car thefts do not involve stolates. Frequently, a car is left running to warnanog is stolen.

He said
that the police appreciate the people involvedelping the fight against crime. It is a combinddi between the police and
the public.
