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Capt. Brad Hildebrandt and four members of his team spoke 
at BRNA’s November meeting about OFD Hazmat Unit.   This 
special operations unit has two trucks in the city.  One is 
located at 120th & Center and the other is at about 20th and 
Burdett near Florence Blvd.   They go to all fires and act as a 
“safety net” for the fire personal.  They carry a hazardous 
material meter that recognizes over 400,000 chemicals.   
 
The personal in this unit have had a great deal of specialty 
training over regular firemen.    They encourage businesses 
to become “their own rescue team” by having this unit go in 
and train business employees. 
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The Nebraska Legislature Judiciary Committee held a public 
hearing in South Omaha on October 22nd  to study graffiti 
crimes.  
State Senator John Synowiecki introduced legislation 
designed to study and review the crime of destruction of 
property through the use of graffiti and to make a 
comprehensive recommendation to combat graffiti-related 
crime in communities throughout the state. The hearing will 
look at the impact of graffiti-related crimes, the relationship 
between graffiti-related crimes and gang activity, and the 
current penalties for destruction of property using graffiti. 
Synowiecki said "Graffiti is a real problem in Omaha 
neighborhoods." He adds that combating the problem is 
essential to discouraging crime and promoting the city of 
Omaha as a safe and friendly community.

1/2 cup butter 

2 2/3 cups dry potato 
flakes 
1 (8 ounce) package 
cream cheese 

DIRECTIONS: 
1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees. 
2. Cook lasagna noodles according to package directions. 

Drain, pat dry and interleave in a damp towel to keep 
moist OR spray each noodle with cooking spray OR lightly 
apply some oil. 

3. In a separate large skillet over medium heat, combine the 
onions with the butter and sauté for 5 minutes.
