NEW OMAHA ORDINANCES OCTOBER 2008

Omaha has just passed new laws which are toughemngome of the rules for pet ownership. There three basiq
ordinances that will apply to every dog owner in & and in the 3 mile perimeter just outside tke lonits. One deal
with tying dogs outside.

Tying dogs outside(Anti-tethering) Dogs can no longer be tied up alone outside foremban 15
minutes. However if there is an adult (19 yearslder) outside with the dog, he can be tied upag ks
the adult is with him. The dog also needs to ba tamg enough tie-out that he can move freelynies
his body length) and weighs just 1/8 of his bodghei(no big tow chains). Trolley systems or swiv
tethers are fine. If you have a securely fencedl yarfenced run for your dog it is ok to leave hi
outdoors without human supervision for extendedoplerof time. Enforcement of this ordinance begi
October 15, 2008.

Finally, they provide independent housimgartunities for persons that have successfullypletad a drug and alcohol treatment
program. The dwellings consist of seven scattsitedhomes that enable single parent families feeggnce independent living and get
back on their feet. The program also has eightieficy apartments for single men and women. Thgrpro was designed as part of the
continuum of care for the homeless population.

Antoinette “Toni” Wasikowski never intended become a community activist. It happened out of
necessity back in the 1970’s. When Toni learned kier entire neighborhood of residential homes albas
zoned by the city as Heavy Industrial, she hadke taction. She informed area residents and organiem
into the H & L Action Committee to work for changh. was one of the city’s earliest neighborhood
organizations. Her dedication and leadership getcity to change the zoning for the entire neighbod to
residential. Toni learned that you can fight cigflfand win.

Not wanting to be caught off guard againniltook the initiative to join, a just forming grpucalled the
South Omaha Environmental Task Force, SOETF. Taiukly saw that the group was made up largely of
industry men who had a very different agenda thatepting her neighborhood. She worked well witbse
men without compromising her concerns, she earmeid trust enough to be elected the groups Chairavom
She was reelected to this position every year fordérs. During that time she also served as thapgro
secretary, keeping minutes and records. Her sffkept the group focused on environmental concerrtbe community. She has
remained an active member of the SOETF for oveyezls. Her leadership helped to minimize manuilés s streets, odors. chemical
leaks, rodent infestations, sewer back-ups, traffisgestion and industrial intrusion.

Always willing to stand up for her communifToni has worked regularly with city, county, tetaand federal officials. She never
avoided speaking up for what was right. When argbal company opened a hazardous waste site imefghborhood, she helped
organize Neighbors Against Toxic Substances or NATS8e group did education through town hall megtiand fundraising dinners to
cover expenses. (A $1,000 of that money was lateatdd to SONA.)  With Toni's persistence andiéahip, the group eventually
prevailed and the site was removed.

Toni has been an active member of her chaticbf her life. She volunteered with the parighuecil and school, conducted fund
raising events, visitations and meal service. tdégh and family have motivated Toni to remain @etand living in her neighborhood
when others have moved out or given up. For y&laesalso volunteered at the Disabled American ¥atechapter in South Omabha.

Toni got involved in organizing SONAR, whiblecame SONA. She realized the value of unitirgSbuth Omaha neighborhood
organizations to speak with one voice. She hasirged a loyal dedicated attendee/volunteer for SGMAe its founding. Toni has been
a tireless champion for people’s rights. She gbMallows through on tasks so you know to counhen Don Preister has called Toni
the Godmother of South Omaha activism and an iaspir to us all.  For her lifelong dedicationingproving the quality of life in South
Omaha, SONA is proud to recognize Toni WasikowskiHfer Outstanding Volunteer Efforts.
